Milpitas' Board of Education voted 4-0
to name current Milpitas High School
Associate Principal Ken Schlaff as the
successor to retiring Principal Charles
Gary next school vyear, following
months of interviews and screenings.
In his first remarks after being named
the next principal, Schlaff honored
Gary's legacy and immediately laid out
his central goals for the school: to
raise Milpitas High's score on the Aca-
demic Performance Index to more
than 800, to give instructors the ability
to teach engaging curriculum, and to
make significant strides toward closing
the "achievement gap." Schlaff, 51,
has worked at Milpitas High since
1997 as an assistant principal and
associate principal, and spent one
year as a science teacher at Calav-
eras Hills Continuation High School.
Prior to coming to Milpitas, Schlaff
spent three years working with under-
served students in Vallejo. He also
worked as a science teacher in New
Mexico for 17 years.

BAKERS SQUARE CLOSED
It wasn't a belated April Fool's Day
prank last week when a popular long-
time restaurant abruptly closed its
doors. The Bakers Square restaurant
at 174 W. Calaveras Blvd. perma-
nently closed, without warning, April 2.
Shortly after, all the signs were ripped
down and some of the furniture was
removed. The restaurant's parent
company, VICORP Restaurants Inc.,
filed a voluntary Chapter 11 petition

Needing more than
half of the vote to avoid a runoff in the
12th Congressional District, Speier
had more than 79 percent with 242 of
383 precincts reporting. She easily
bested one fellow Democrat, two Re-
publicans and a Green Party candi-
date. "It's thrilling," Speier said of the
win. "lt's a great legacy I'm stepping

into."

CALIFORNIA......
STATE SPENDING REFORMS
PROPOSED

With California lawmakers scattered
across the globe on spring break, Gov.
Arnold Schwarzenegger grabbed the
spotlight, kicking off a statewide tour to
refocus attention on his proposed
budget reform. Schwarzenegger wants
to address the state's long-term fiscal
problems with a constitutional amend-
ment that would limit spending and
increase the governor's authority to
make cuts. Schwarzenegger said it
would prevent the state from facing big
deficits in the future.

NEW REDISTRICTING INITIATIVE
In a display of bipartisan unity, Repub-
lican Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger
and former Controller Steve Westly, a
Democrat, went from table to table at
a local restaurant, beseeching diners
to sign a petition supporting a new
redistricting initiative. Schwarzenegger
and Westly, co-chairs of the effort,
kicked off the proposal's signature-
gathering campaign to qualify it for the
November ballot. The measure would
transfer the power to draw political

boundaries from the Legislature to a
14-member citizens commission of five
Democrats, five Republicans and four
independent or minor-party voters.

WASHINGTON......
McCAIN ON THE ECONOMY
Sen. John McCain offered the broadest
look yet at his economic policies during
appearances in Pennsylvania, propos-
ing tax reductions and backing away
from his pledge to balance the budget
by the end of his first term. In a speech
in Pittsburgh, delivered on the April 15
deadline for filing taxes, there was a
dash of populism, as McCain criticized
executive pay and corporate wrongdo-
ing. There was a strong supply-side
bent, with McCain focusing on cutting
corporate taxes and making permanent
the Bush tax cuts that he once op-
posed. There was a less hawkish note
on deficits, as he called for spending
cuts but did not mention balancing the

budget.

OBAMA, CLINTON BATTLE FOR RE-
MAINING DELEGATES

Barack Obama lashed out at his De-
mocratic and Republican presidential
rivals for calling him an elitist, and spent
another crucial campaign day trying to
explain his comment implying that white
gun-owners and churchgoers are bitter
about their lives. Democratic rival
Hillary Clinton made sure that the com-
ments stayed in the spotlight, and pre-
sumptive Republican presidential nomi-
nee John McCain joined the fray. In
Pennsylvania, the site of the next big
electoral test April 22, the impact of the
firestorm on Obama remained unclear.

WILL AL GORE STEP IN

Plans for Al Gore to take the Democ-
ratic presidential nomination as the sav-
ior of a bitterly divided party are being
actively discussed by senior figures and
aides to the former vice-president. The
bloody civil war between Hillary Clinton
and Barack Obama has left many De-
mocrats convinced that neither can de-
liver a knockout blow to the other and
that both have been so damaged that
they risk losing November's election to
the Republican nominee, John McCain.
Former Gore aides now believe he
could emerge as a compromise candi-
date acceptable to both camps at the
party's convention in Denver during the
last week of August.

What’s A Green Home

Going Green is a hot topic these days. Sylvia Leung, President of Green Earth, has
explained the term in her own words in this column: We were interested in promoting
green living since we incorporated in 1992. To go green in building a house means
to incorporate various design and construction practice that promotes the health and
well being of your family, the community, and long term effect on the environment.

Tax Fraud: Coming to a Mailbox, Phone, or E-mail Inbox Near You.

The Better Business Bureau warns that every tax season scam artists come out to prey
on unsuspecting consumers. Posing as the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) through
mail, e-mail, or the telephone, identify thieves and many other types of fraudsters are
on the prowl looking to get their hands on taxpayer’s personal information and into
their bank accounts.

Scams through e-mail:

The majority of tax scams are perpetrated through e-mail phishing schemes and
scammers use many different tactics to try to trick victims into thinking they’re being
contacted by the IRS, credit card companies or financial institutions. E-mails often
look official, for example using the IRS logo, and in many cases are addressed to the
recipient by name.

Phishing e-mail usually tell the recipient that there’s an issue with their refund, that
they are being audited or that there is a problem preventing their taxes from being
processed. In most cases, the fraudulent e-mail will provide a hyperlink directing
potential victims to a Web site set up by the scammers, where victims are asked for
Social Security numbers, bank account information or credit card numbers.
